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HOW TO SURVIVE A HEART ATTACK ALONE:

From Doris Patitz, Midwest Historical Research Society

Excellent information for the lone hunter out in the field.

Maybe you've been trained in CPR but the guy
who taught the course neglected to tell you how to
perform it on yourself. Since many people are alone
when they suffer a heart attack, this article seemed to be
in order. Without help, the person whose heart stops
beating properly and who begins to feel faint has only
about 10 seconds left before losing consciousness.

However, these victims can help themselves by
coughing repeatedly and very vigorously. A deep breath
should be taken before each cough. The cough must be
deep and prolonged as when producing sputum from
deep inside the chest. And a cough must be repeated
about every 2 seconds without let up until help arrives,
or until the heart is felt to be beating normally again.

Deep breaths get oxygen into the lungs and coughing
movements squeeze the heart and keep the blood
circulating. The squeezing pressure on the heart also
helps to regain normal rhythm. In this way, heart attack
victims can get to a hospital. Tell as many other people
as you possibly can IT COULD SAVE THEIR LIFE.

LYME DISEASE:

Lyme disease is still out there folks even President Bush
was affected by it. | know we’ve printed it before and it
is worth repeating. If it saves only one of our members
from the discomfort that Lyme disease causes, it's worth
it. Take heed especially those of you hunting in the
forest preserve please read the following:

Lyme disease is indeed a genuine health risk to
those who live in the Midwest, West, Mid-Atlantic States
and the Northeast. Ticks are an irritating drawback to
life in the great outdoors. BE AWARE - BE
PREPARED.....

Ticks can transmit Lyme disease anytime during
their 2 year life cycle, but the number of cases reported
during late spring to early summer indicates ticks in the
nymphal states most readily transmit the disease. The
tick acts as a vector, transmitting a spirochete from
animal hosts to humans. Ticks are tiny — about the size
and color of a poppy seed.

In 65% of patients, symptoms begin 3 days to 4
weeks after the bite.

One of the first symptoms may be a spreading,
ring-like rash on the site (common sites — groin,
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buttocks, axillae, trunk, upper arms and legs). The
average size of the rash is 4 inches in diameter, Satellite
lesions may appear.

Flu-like symptoms may appear — fever, chills,
swollen glands, fatigue, headache, stiff neck, sore throat,
backache, muscle aches, nausea and vomiting. More
than 50% of patients develop arthritic symptoms six
weeks to years after the tick bite but x-rays rarely show
joint erosion.

Diagnosis is primarily based on clinical
evidence; lab tests can be unreliable. Early treatment
with oral antibiotics usually shortens the duration of the
symptoms and halt progression of the disease.
Antibiotic therapy is usually continued for several weeks
or months.

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LANSASTER RESEARCH & RECOVERY
CLUB BOOSTS HOBBY WITH ARTICLE

Writer Ryan Robinson just happened to be at
Raystown Lake when some members of the club,
including his brother in law, descended for a beach hunt.
Rick Werdt was detecting when Robinson’s nieces and
nephews dropped their boogie boards and sand pails to
gather around Rick to see what he was doing. “Move
over Johnny Depp, the Raystown Pirates were hunting
for buried treasure”, stated Robinson in his article.
“Voices shrieked with excitement every time the detector
beeped. It didn’'t matter that they dug pennies and
guarters from the sand instead of Captain Jack’s Aztec
gold medallions”.

Robinson talked to Sue Race and she told him
her Lancaster Research and Recovery Club’s
membership has steadily risen since 1990 to about 140
today. Sue went on to tell about how in 1976 she got
her husband Mike a detector then about a decade later
tried the hobby herself and found a gold wedding band
her first time out.

Since then, the New Holland couple have beep-
beeped around Pennsylvania, other states and even
abroad. The Races helped a neighbor find their keys and
a beachgoer find a bracelet lost in the sand. When
Donald Trump’s helicopter crashed in a New Jersey
swamp in 1969, killing three executives, local
detectorists helped police locate small pieces of metal
from the crash. Detectorists here once found guns used
in a robbery a half hour after the crime, and they did it
free of charge when asked. Most detectorists tell you
they do it for the fun and thrill, and will never make much
money. But serious detectorists sometimes unearth
some valuable finds.

Jere Hambleton, of Lancaster, found a Spanish
Reale coin from the 1740s in Lancaster County Central
Park. John Todd, also of Lancaster, found a $600 gold
ring. Terry Sourbee, of Drumore, said detectorists also
get a history lesson. He found a 25-cent iron token
stamped Wanamaker’s Department Store Ship
Chandlers. Sourbee said the store would not have called
itself “ship chandlers” after about the time of the Civil
War. Sourbee also found a foot peddler’s badge from the
early 1930s.

Race said the friends she and her husband have
met are like a second family to the former military
couple. Some of her friends, however, can’t understand
why she spends so much time with a metal detector. To
her the answer is simple. “You never know what you
might find.”

Lee Irwin
December 6, 1927 — July 17, 2007

Lee was born in Livingston, California and lived
on a grain ranch until he entered the Army in 1950
serving in Korea. After serving in the Army Lee moved
to Ballico and raised alfalfa and watermelons. He also
served on the Ballico volunteer fire department for
several years. After moving to Turlock he was a Real

Estate Broker, then a factory rep for Fisher Metal
Detectors. After retiring he and his wife Riva spent their
winter months in Arizona and summer months in Eagle
Lake, Ca. His love for speed led him into racing and his
eyes would light up when the subject came up.

He raced motorcycles for Bud Schaller at the
Bonneville Salt Flats in Utah. He still holds the record
for the fastest time on a dirt track, 147.07 MPH. He also
drove hardtop jalopies in the 50’s winning many races.

He was past president of California Claim
Jumpers Metal Detecting Club and the Quartzsite Metal
Detecting Club. He wasn't actively involved in hunts for
the past 10 years and in fact didn't do much detecting at
all. He wasn't as agile as he used to be but wouldn't
admit defeat. He was rebuilding an older motor
home when he had his stroke and planned to take it and
his dog gold hunting.

| live 4 miles from the Pittsburgh International
Airport. | go to my Butler PA. club (convention sponsor)
meetings a few miles past the resort and can not make it
in 30 minutes.

The November convention flyer states that the
Conley Resort (Rt.8) is 20 — 30 minutes from the airport.
Actually it is 42.8 miles and on a good day it will take at
the least one (1) hour.

Of course if you know the short cuts you could
cut it to maybe 40 minutes. This also depends on
construction delays and time of travel.

Rt.79 is a major artery out of Pittsburgh and Rt.8
is another. So travel to & from Pittsburgh can be fun at
times. Rt. 228 from Rt. 79 —Rt. 8 is pure hell during rush
hour.

Not much can be done so this is just a heads up
on the travel time to & from Pittsburgh international
airport. You will need to allow at least 3.5 hours getting
to your flight time from Conley’s,
