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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Therehavendt beenwiththey changes
current legislative issues confronting the hobby. Keep an
eye on the website for any updates.

There are two issues that came up recently.
One in South Carolina in which relic hunting is being
singledoutf or i ncreased penalties if
property without permission. Now you should not be on
property without permission but the problem arises with
unintentional trespass. What if you are lost or
unknowingly cross a property line. How are you to
prove that you are there accidentally? Especially when
you are standing there with a detector, shovel and a
few relics in your pocket. There are already trespass
laws on the books so this is a blatant attempt to single
out relic hunting.
Next was this one. AThe U. S. S
announced a date of May 6-7 for Cultural Property
Advisory Committee hearings on the request for renewal
of the Memorandum of Understanding with Italy. In
practical terms, the U.S. government is about to decide
whether antiquities and other forms of cultural property
that Italy claims as its heritage ought to be restricted
from entry into the U.S. unless accompanied by Italian
export permits. There is already such an agreement in
place, but ancient coins have been exempted twice
before in these renewal requests that cover a 5-year
window. We have very good reason to believe that
Italy and certain members of the archaeological
community will this time seek to add coins to the list of
restr i ctHowis one te digingdish between a
Roman coin from Italy and one from another European
country?

As always, if you encounter a problem or get
wind of some legislative issue, especially on a local
level than let us know immediately. We cannot work on it
if we are unaware of it. It is much easier to stop
something from being passed then it is to reverse an
existing law or regulation.
